A. osterhoutii: stable, possibly increasing.  More plants were observed this year on State and BLM lands and new seedlings were recorded in monitoring plots.  Good spring and summer moisture may have helped the population.

A. osterhoutii: Stable, in good condition, and likely improving.
P. penlandii: Stable and in good condition.

Were any surveys or monitoring done in 2007?  
A. osterhoutii:  Monitoring plots in the Wolford Travel Management Area were continued.  On one small plot by Wolford Reservoir Dam, herbivory by beetles seemed to have increased and prevented the plants from flowering.  This was not observed on any other populations.
Some illegal OHV use on one closed route through our monitoring plot continues despite fencing and posted signs.  Increased law enforcement and possibly more fencing are planned. OHV use on one main route on State land north of Kremmling poses a small threat and options are being considered that include fencing and alternate route designation. Surveys continued this year to locate new populations, revisit historical populations, and monitor existing populations.
P. penlandii: Monitoring continued this year to determine changes in species health and population size and identify potential conflicts. 
P. formosula:  Monitoring continued this year to determine changes in species health and population size.  We are still waiting for the 2007 report.
Were there any actions involving the P. formosula population in the Laramie River drainage?
No.  Part of this area has been recommended for ACEC designation as part of Kremmling’s RMP revision.
